Regular Meeting Minutes-December 3, 2009

President Kenny Mitchell called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.
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Everyone stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance.

Tax Levy-Rick Joseph stated that the Annual Tax Levy Ordinance that is being presented has a slight reduction in the tax rate.  The finance committee and Clerk put together the recommendation. 

A motion was made by Clark Hopkins to pass Ordinance #650 the Annual Tax Levy Ordinance for FY 09-10.  Seconded by Greg Neaveill.  Motion passed #1.

Safe Routes to School Program 2007-Rich Brecklin stated that the sidewalk project is complete.  The Village has received some complaints on how the railing looks.  The Village had no choice on the handrails or the sidewalk surface because of government requirements associated with the grant. 

John Ford arrived at 7:21 p.m.

Terry Quinn informed the board that the next Safe Routes to School cycle will begin in March 2010 so we will need to get organized soon if we want to submit another application.

Coventry Farm Sidewalk Hannah to Windsor-Steve McCown noted that Amy DeFreitas had sent an email noting that she has a sample letter of support letter that the Village needs to draft and submit.

Coventry Farm South Drainage-Rich Brecklin noted a pre-construction meeting was held with Dillon on December 2, 2009.  Dillon’s is going to try and begin construction next Wednesday.  All contract documents and easements have been received for the project.  

Sewer Plant CMT Evaluation-Rich Brecklin indicated that everyone should have received the CMT report.  There was a sewer committee meeting to discuss the findings but there is further investigation to be done.

Plant Update-Nothing to report

Whispering Oaks Lift Station-CMT has reported that the wet well, valve vault, and manhole have been installed.  The piping in the wet well and valve vault has been completed.  The electrician will begin work on Friday.  So far it appears that the project is still on schedule to be completed by January 9, 2010 weather permitting. 

Sewer Line-Fandel Road-Rich Brecklin stated that CMT has provided an engineering contract to perform the design work for the sewer line along Fandel Road.  Terry Quinn questioned if we should wait because of all of the money that is being spent right now on other projects.  We could wait for now and once there is activity we would still have time to complete the project before the owner is ready.  Rich reported that the bids are not going to be under $20,000 like we had hoped so bids will need to be taken.  The board agreed to hold off until spring and make sure to put the project in the budget next year.

MFT-CMT is checking with the contractor for the MFT program because there is a difference in quantities on the bill for materials.

Christmas Decorations-Rich Brecklin noted that some of the Christmas decorations are in bad shape and wondered if the board wants to replace them this year.  Terry Quinn noted it would be nice to put together a plan to do lights and decorations within the village.  The Clerk recommended decorating a tree at the park.  The park committee will discuss and look at the possibilities.

Liquor License Ordinance

A motion was to pass Ordinance #651 an Ordinance regulating the sale of alcoholic liquor in the Village of Germantown Hills.  Seconded by John Ford.  Motion passed #2.

Monte Cristo-John Ford noted a background check should be done to be consistent.  Rick noted it would be appropriate to have that done now since we have a complete application from the Axelsons.  Steve McCown gave the liquor license committee report.  

A motion was made by Steve McCown to authorize the attorney to prepare the Liquor Ordinance to modify the Class D license to allow hard liquor and exclude single cans and containers and authorize one Class D license.  Seconded by Clark Hopkins.  Motion passed #3.

Liquor Commission-Rick Joseph noted you could establish a Liquor Commission, with the Mayor appointing assistants.  Kenny Mitchell stated he wants to leave things as it is.

Police Committee Meeting-John Ford would like to schedule a police committee meeting next week.  The Clerk will send an email checking availability.

Minutes-The Clerk resubmitted the October minutes. She noted she included some of the proposed changes that were submitted originally, in her resubmission. The board had those minutes to consider.  
A motion was made by Greg Neaveill to approve the October 8th & 21st minutes.  Seconded by John Ford.  Motion passed #4.

Kenny Mitchell questioned if a meeting needed to be set up about the minutes.  The board agreed to discuss them now.  Rick Joseph indicated that the minutes are much more detailed than they are required to be and they are not supposed to be a transcript.  He noted that the trustees could correct omissions only where the general substance is not there but the trustees can reject or accept the minutes. The board discussed that in the past it has helped to have some background information for clarification on different topics. Clark Hopkins objected to the minutes because he felt some comments were one-sided.   Rich Brecklin noted that the committee meetings could include more detail instead of including it all in the board meeting minutes.  

State Police Annexation-We are still waiting on the Governor to sign the agreement.

Ring Lot-Deferred

Solicitation Permit-The Clerk stated she has a solicitation permit and ordinance for a committee to look at.  The Park committee is going to review the information.

Village Ace-Rich Brecklin noted that Village Ace has the silt fence in place that is needed.

Subdivision Ordinance-The Clerk reported that the Planning Commission is still reviewing the Subdivision Ordinance.

Thatcher Lane-The Clerk noted no new information at this time.

Sump Pump Ordinance-Rich Brecklin stated there is nothing to report at this time.

Sewer/Garbage Program-The Clerk informed the board that the program is not able to post payments separately to sewer and garbage but we could do a month end report.  This will be acceptable to the accountant.  Terry Quinn noted that was one of the specifications that was supposed to be met in the software requirements.  The Clerk noted that the work order module does not work for the grinder pumps by address like we had hoped it would.  The Clerk will check with the software company.

Community Center-Rich Brecklin stated that a water leak at the Community Center has been repaired.

Snow Plows/Trucks-Rich stated that the plows are ready and the bed for the F450 has been installed.

Sewer Manholes-Rich Brecklin noted we had received the permits for the manhole repairs.

Concern-Mrs. Mohn was in attendance and noted a concern of Kenny being upset the last time they talked.  Kenny Mitchell stated he appreciated her concern but he was not upset.

A motion was made by John Ford to adjourn the meeting at 8:26 p.m.  Seconded by Terry Quinn.  Motion passed #5.
