Board Meeting Minutes

January 14, 2010 7:00 p.m.
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President Kenny Mitchell called the meeting to order 7:01 p.m.

All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance

Public Works – Rich Brecklin reported that snow removal went well.  Had a few trucks break down, but they were able to repair them.  The board acknowledged that they did a very good job removing the snow.

Safe Routes to School Program 2007 – Steve McCown reported that the Safe Route to Schools is completed and that the springs won’t be fixed till later this year. Steve stated they have had complaints regarding the handrail and are checking to see if they can be removed.

Coventry Farm Sidewalk/Safe Kids Grant-Hannah to Windsor – Steve McCown explained why the Board decided not to contribute the additional funds needed for the program. He also indicated there was a poor job of communication both with Amy and others involved. Steve apologized to Amy and hopes that there might be another grant in the future.  Amy explained that no one received the money and hopes we learned from all of this.  She asked if someone from the Board would write a letter explaining why they decided not to contribute towards the project so that she can inform the supporters of the grant.  Steve said he would do that.

Coventry Farm South Drainage – Rich Brecklin reported that they started on the drainage at Kingsbury.  The contractor will start cutting the road for the culvert next week. They will do one lane at a time.

Sewer Plant 1 CMT Evaluation – Rich Brecklin explained that the committee went over solutions and discussed their options, but are waiting on some additional costs  to do further needed plant changes.

Whispering Oaks Lift Station – Rich Brecklin reported a problem with the generators.  Some of the parts did not come with the control panel and there may be an additional charge for those parts.  Terry Quinn suggested Rich check with the purchase orders for the generator to make sure they were not ordered originally.

MFT 2009 – Kenny Mitchell signed the final pay request from Tazewell County for Oak Grove Park and LaKemper paving.

Trustee Resignation – Kenny Mitchell received a resignation letter from Greg Neaveill effective January 4th, 2009.  Greg indicated in his letter the reason he resigned was due to his heavy work schedule and not enough family time. Steve McCown said he appreciated Greg’s efforts and he was a great contributor to the Village.

Steve McCown made a motion to accept Greg Neaveill’s resignation with regrets.  John Ford seconded. Motion passed #1

Committee Meeting Notification - In regards to scheduling committee meetings Rich Brecklin said there is a big problem with committee members not responding to the emails.  A meeting had to be cancelled because not enough committee members were present.  The Board discussed who should coordinate the meeting dates/time. They all agreed they needed to make a better effort in responding.

Germantown Grille – Accessory Structure – Tamra Watts from the Grille apologized for any inconveniences she may have caused for not getting approval before she put the structure up.  She was just trying to keep her customers in Germantown Hills. She asked the Board if they would consider making a change in the ordinance that would allow a temporary structure. She also asked, if she could provide a means for patrons to get to the back of the building, would they approve a beer garden?  Melanie Meismer raised concerns regarding the noise level it would create.  The Board discussed the issue and suggested she meet with the Germantown Hills Business Association first to see if they will support it and then bring a proposal to the Board.
