Regular Meeting Minutes-February 11, 2010

President Kenny Mitchell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Everyone stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance.

Website-Rick Joseph noted that he had sent out an email explaining the contract with oneonlinecommunity.  Scott McCoy has indicated that there is no cost to the Village.  Mr. McCoy was not in attendance since it is unlikely that the board could take action since Clark Hopkins would abstain due to the family relationship.  Rick informed the board that the legal concerns have been addressed and will recommend the contract to the board.  The contract will be voted on at the next meeting.  Rick Joseph noted that a couple of domain names have been registered for the Village. 

Police Committee-John Ford noted that Kenny Mitchell and Clark Hopkins had met with the Sheriff.  John stated that he would like to be involved since he is on the police committee.

Ricky’s Addition-Rick Joseph stated that the Village needs a scaled drawing of the location of the proposed addition and the building measurements in order for the Village to determine if more parking is needed and if the building addition meets the requirements.  A letter was sent to the owner of Ricky’s noting that if there is an addition then additional parking might be required.  The development agreement notes that any additions have to conform with the rest of the development and samples of the building materials or a graphic description needs to be provided.  Alfred noted the addition would be a temporary structure.  Rick stated it couldn’t be a temporary structure since those types of structures are not allowed in the Village.  Alfred explained how they were planning on constructing the addition.  Alfred stated that two other businesses have these types of structures within the Village.  The Zoning Officer will check into this.  Kenny Mitchell recommended Ricky’s getting a contractor to put together the information so that they would be responsible in making sure it meets the specifications of the Ordinance.

Safe Routes to School 2007-Rich Brecklin stated a meeting was held this past week to finalize the project.   Steve McCown noted we have had several complaints about the railing and are not sure what can be done.

Safe Routes to School 2010-The Clerk informed the board of the previous team members from the 2007 program.

Sewer Plant CMT Evaluation-Steve McCown reported about the discussion at the sewer committee meeting concerning the CMT contract.

A motion was made by Steve McCown to authorize Kenny Mitchell to sign the revised upper limit of the contract with the WWTP evaluation and recommendation study from $39,600 to $47,640.  Seconded by Clark Hopkins. All yeas. No nays.  Motion passed #1.  

Steve noted that CMT agreed to reduce the amount for the extra work by 50% since it was explained that the Village needs to know ahead of time the extra costs.

Sewer Plant Update-Rich Brecklin stated that the filters are bypassed currently.  Rich noted that the media needs to be cleaned again.  The media is only lasting 6 months and should be lasting 6 years.  

Whispering Oaks Lift Station-Rich Brecklin reported that depending on the weather the contractor should be ready to cut the pipe on Monday, February 22nd.
