PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
December 21, 2009

Planning Commission Chairman Ed Slininger called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.
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A motion was made by Bob Sutton to approve the November 16, 2009 Planning Commission minutes.  Seconded by Joann Quinn.  Motion passed #1.

Dumpster Screening-The Clerk had received some dumpster screening information from a garbage company in Peoria and had put together some comments from Dennis McCullough on dumpster requirements.  The PC discussed the requirements.  Terry Quinn questioned if we should have a short description of requirements but add a statement that business owners would need to make sure they meet the garbage company requirements.  The PC agreed this would make sure the requirements were acceptable by the garbage company. 

Brian Wysocki asked if anyone has talked to the businesses yet.  Terry Quinn recommended a Planning Commission member attend the GHBA meeting to get some feedback from the business owners on dumpster screening.  Jim Willerton recommended having McCullough look at the list of requirements to see if he has any concerns and have Scott Doerr give us a cost estimate to screen a dumpster.

Bob Sutton stated he could attend the GHBA meeting and will get in touch with Dr. Kaufman about the schedule.  The Clerk will get the dumpster requirements that were discussed to McCullough Disposal and Scott Doerr.

Subdivision Ordinance-Ken Beschorner had reviewed Article 9 of the Subdivision Ordinance for changes.  He recommended that instead of “Plan Commission” that the language be changed to “Planning Commission”.  The Clerk will get the changes to the attorney and then get a new copy to the PC for review.  

Schedule-The Clerk informed the PC that the next meeting is on January 18th and wanted to make sure this wouldn’t be a problem for anyone with it being a holiday.  The board agreed to leave the meeting as scheduled.  

Village Board Minutes-The Planning Commission reviewed the Village Board minutes.

Safe Routes to School 2010-Terry Quinn mentioned that the 2010 Safe Routes to School cycle would need to be submitted in the fall of 2010.  We will need to have a team together by March 2010.  Terry explained the history of the Safe Routes program and past submittals.  The PC discussed their past recommendations on bike/walkways.  Terry noted that there different grants and monies available but there are specific guidelines for each type.  The Clerk will check to see if the Village could use State right of way for a walkway or if it has to be a Village right of way only.

A motion was made by Joann Quinn to recommend submitting a Safe Routes application for a walkway down Fandel Road to Wildflower as first priority and as second priority a walkway from the elementary school through Oak Grove Park to Zook Court.  Seconded by Ken Beschorner.  Motion passed #2. 

A motion was made by Joann Quinn to adjourn the meeting at 8:37 p.m.  Seconded by Ed Slininger.  Motion passed #3.
