VILLAGE OF GERMANTOWN HILLS

PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
November 16, 2009

Planning Commission Chairman Ed Slininger called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
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A motion was made by Scott Doerr to approve the October 19, 2009 Planning Commission minutes.  Seconded by Brian Wysocki.  Motion passed #1.

Thornridge Lots 28 & 29-Chris and Michelle Petri were in attendance.  Mrs. Petri explained that they have purchased lots 28 & 29 in the Thornridge Subdivision.  They propose to construct a house across both lots and need all of the utility companies to vacate the utility easement.  They have contacted all of the utility companies and have got some of the signatures on the plat.  CMT has reviewed the plat and have made some recommended changes.  The Clerk stated that the attorney and engineer have recommended that the signatures not be on the plat but instead approval of vacation of the easements be in a letter.  Michelle Petri stated that the Cilco wouldn’t give her a letter but will sign off on the plat.  Bob Sutton noted that the engineer changes seem minor.  The Clerk stated that the engineer recommendations are made in order to meet the Village’s Subdivision requirements.  Michelle stated she doesn’t have a letter from Mediacom but they have signed off on the plat too.  

A motion was made by Bob Sutton that the Planning Commission recommend to the Village Board to vacate the easement between lots 28 & 29 of the Thornridge Subdivision assuming that all other utility companies agreed to vacate the easement.  Seconded by Brian Wysocki.  Motion passed #2.

A motion was made by Ed Slininger to recommend to the Village board to accept the Petri Plat of Lots 28 & 29 in the Thornridge Subdivision subject to the corrections being made recommended by the Village Engineer concerning section 7.3.3.  Seconded by Scott Doerr.  Motion passed #3.  

The Clerk will clarify with the engineer that since the adjacent property owner’s are all platted property if there still needs to be recording information on the plat.  The Clerk will also check with the attorney on the need for the signature lines on the plat since Mediacom and Cilco won’t provide letters.  The Clerk will notify Michelle tomorrow with the information.  

Subdivision Ordinance-At the last meeting the PC members agreed to divide up the remaining portions of the Subdivision Ordinance to review.  

Page 4 Brian Wysocki and Scott Doerr noted the following changes.

Under the Easement definition the Planning Commission agreed temporary and permanent should be added.

Under Bike/walkway to add and/or

Under dwelling Multi-family for it to read 2 or more

Page 9 The Planning Commission asked if we are obligated by law to contact the School District?  The Planning Commission wondered where this provision came from.

Article 9-Ken Beschorner is reviewing Article 9 and was not in attendance.

McDaniel Plat-Mr. McDaniel was in attendance to discuss his plat.   

A motion was made by Robert Sutton to recommend to the Village Board the McDaniel Preliminary Plat with the addition of the changes recommended by the Village Engineer.  Seconded by Joann Quinn.  Motion passed #4.

Dumpster Screening-Joann Quinn stated that the Village Board was going to incorporate dumpster screening requirements into the Garbage Ordinance when Dennis McCullough noted some problems with the language.  Terry Quinn stated that there were some access concerns.  Terry Quinn recommended checking to see what the other companies use as a guideline and even talk to Dennis McCullough to see what they need.

Brian Wysocki questioned if a dumpster is out of site and protected would screening be needed?  Jim Willerton stated that the dumpster at Kaufman Center doesn’t bother him and doesn’t think we need to move very fast on this.  Joann Quinn noted that we want to keep the Village looking kept and clean.  The Clerk indicated that the Village’s dumpster area is now screened on three sides and looks much better then it used to when the garbage was visible.  The Planning Commission discussed the issues of aesthetics, safety and garbage blowing around.  Scott Doerr noted that some businesses might want to secure their dumpster area so that people don’t dump when it is not authorized.  Terry Quinn noted that we might want to get the Germantown Hills Business Association input.  Scott stated he would be available to meet with Dennis McCullough to discuss concerns.  The Clerk will check with the other Garbage Companies for any guidelines they might have.

Jim Willerton noted that he has heard comments that people love the recycling.  The Clerk noted approximately 70% of the Village is recycling.

Village Board Minutes-The Planning Commission reviewed the Village Board minutes.

A motion was made by Scott Doerr to adjourn the meeting at 8:12 p.m.  Seconded by Joann Quinn.  Motion passed #5.
