Subdivision Ordinance Changes-The Clerk informed the Planning Commission that the attorney had made the revisions to the Subdivision Ordinance and the Planning Commission had received an email draft with those changes.

Dumpster Screening-The dumpster screening requirements were given to the Germantown Hills Business Association in order to see what their comments and feedback would be.  There has been no feedback at this time.

A motion was made by Brian Wysocki to approve the January 18, 2010 Planning Commission minutes.  Seconded by Ken Beschorner.  All yeas. No nays. Motion passed #1.

DNR Grant-Scott Doerr will check to see what is needed if we still want to submit a grant application.

Sign Ordinance-The Planning Commission started to review the Sign Ordinance.  The A-frame and banner policies were looked at.  The Clerk noted that the banner policy was not set up for the whole village.  The PC agreed to take out the part that references Germantown Crossing so that it would be for the whole village.  The Clerk and Joann Quinn will confirm with the board on what the issues were with the policy and Germantown Crossing.  

The PC agreed that the real estate directional signs should be 5’ from the edge of the road instead of the property line.  In regards to streamer flags they felt they should be allowed for the first two weeks a business is open to increase the visibility of a new business.  The seasonal displays should be allowed to be up for 60 days in order for Christmas lights to be up through out the holiday season.  

The PC agreed an area in the Ordinance needs to be created for banner/temporary signs, A-frame and bench-type signs.  The PC agreed to review sections A-J for the next meeting’s discussion.

Stop Light at Arbor Vitae-Ken Beschorner had noted a concern about the stop light at Arbor Vitae and Rt. 116. The Clerk stated that IDOT couldn’t change the configuration because of how the lanes are set up.

A motion was made by Scott Doerr to adjourn the meeting at 6:23 p.m.  Seconded by Brian Wysocki.  All yeas. No nays.  Motion passed #2.
