VILLAGE OF GERMANTOWN HILLS

PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
January 18, 2010

Planning Commission Chairman Ed Slininger called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
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Subdivision Ordinance Changes-The Clerk informed the Planning Commission that the attorney was making the proposed changes to the Subdivision Ordinance and they would get a new copy to review once completed.

Dumpster Screening-Dennis McCullough has recommended that the gate opening be 12 feet.  Scott Doerr had sent an email with some estimated costs for a dumpster screening in wood and vinyl, with and without a front gate.  The Planning Commission discussed whether the screening would need to be 3 sided or 4 sided since in most cases the dumpster would be visible.  Bob Sutton still needs to attend a Germantown Hills Business Association meeting to get some feedback from the business owners.  The Planning Commission discussed wood vs. vinyl construction.  Jim Willerton recommended giving business owners some time to construct the dumpster screening if the Ordinance is passed to require it.  Brian Wysocki asked if there have been a lot of concerns with dumpsters not being screened.  The Clerk noted there have been some concerns about clutter being contained and also the aesthetics with having a dumpster in plain view.  The Clerk will confirm that the list of requirements is similar with most of the local garbage companies.  The Planning Commission added a statement to the list of requirements that requires a four sided dumpster screening when the enclosure opening is visible from the road and a three-sided screening when it is hidden from visibility.

Zoning Ordinance-The Clerk stated that the Planning Commission could start looking at other zoning issues.  One item that needs attention is the Sign Ordinance.  The Planning Commission agreed the Sign Ordinance would be a great topic to tackle.  The Planning Commission will review the Ordinance and come back to the next meeting with some areas for discussion.

A motion was made by Brian Wysocki to approve the December 21, 2009 Planning Commission minutes.  Seconded by Ed Slininger.  Motion passed #1.

Village Board Minutes-The Planning Commission reviewed the Village Board meeting minutes.

Statement of Economic Interests-The Clerk passed out Statement of Economic Interest forms that need to be completed.  

Village Street Issues-Brian Wysocki reported that at the last Village board meeting there were some discussions about the future of the roads.  Brian noted that Steve McCown thought that the Planning Commission could have some involvement in some of the discussions.  Brian stated that the usage and traffic flows could be looked at.  Ken Beschorner thought that there are other people that are more qualified to be doing this process.  The Clerk noted that Rich Brecklin and the engineer normally do the reviewing of the roads. Ed Slininger stated that if there were roads being considered that were similar in need that the Planning Commission could assist in making a decision. 

Brian stated that another point of discussion was that there was talk about a roundabout off of Holland, Woodland Knolls and Jubilee.  The Planning Commission discussed the traffic issues at National City Bank.  Brian stated that closing the entrance on Woodland Knolls to the bank and only allowing access off of Jubilee Lane would help to keep the stacking of traffic off of Rt. 116.  The Planning Commission stated that they don’t believe a roundabout is feasible in this location but that the entrance of Holland Road being farther away from Rt. 116 could help this situation.

Stop Light at Arbor Vitae-Ken Beschorner noted a concern about the stop light at Arbor Vitae and Rt. 116. The Clerk will check on the concern.

A motion was made by Ken Beschorner to adjourn the meeting at 8:51 p.m.  Seconded by Jim Willerton.  Motion passed #2.
