MTCO customers can access digiMAX Stream TV by visiting https://www.mtco.com, selecting ‘My Account,’ and then choosing ‘digiMAX Stream TV.’ Alternatively, 
go directly to https://stream.mtco.com/iptv., select My Account, and digiMAX Stream TV, or you can go directly to https://stream.mtco.com/iptv.

Channel Package is required. Contact MTCO at 1-800-859-6826 during our office hours, Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. To join, you need to subscribe to 
an MTCO Channel Package.

If you ever forget your password, don't worry. We've got you covered. Select 'Forgot Password', and you will receive an email guiding you through the process of 
resetting it.  

Once logged in, you will see the following page. From here, you can change your Password or Sign Out. If you subscribe to cDVR, you can select Disk Space to 
view the amount of space utilized. 

 



Selecting the Hamburger in the upper left-hand corner, which is a common symbol for a menu, will give you the following options: Home, Program Guide, 
Recordings, and VOD.

Program Guide: This is where you go to see Live TV and Schedule Records (If they subscribe to cDVR) 

With the 'By Time' option, you can select a future Date and Time to set a Recording (if you subscribe to cDVR). 

 

 

 

 

 



Similarly, the 'By Channel' option allows you to see everything on the selected date and Channel, putting you in control of your viewing schedule. 

 

Watching Live TV on MTCO digiMAX Stream TV. Click on the Show you want to watch.  

 

 

 

 



When you've found a show you want to watch, you have two main choices: Watch Here (for live viewing only), which allows you to watch the show live, or 
Record, which lets you save the show for later viewing. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

When Watch Here (for live viewing only) is selected, you will be presented with several options at the bottom of the screen (Please take note that this is only Live 
TV, No Restart) 

Use the speaker icon in the lower-left corner to adjust volume. 

The CC allows you to turn Closed Captions on (Select Unrecognized) and off (Select off) 

The Gear sets the Resolution (This should be left on Auto) 

The lower right side icon switches to and from Full Screen Mode. 

 

 

 



 

When you choose to Record a show, you will be presented with the following options. Typically, you will select the Recording Type (One Time or Series) and 
optionally extend the recording duration by up to 60 minutes., which gives the option of One Time or Series, and Stop Recording, which allows you to add up to 
60 minutes to the end. If you have Folders on (enable or manage folders), a feature that helps you organize your recordings, you will also be able to select a 
specific location for your recording. 

You must subscribe to Cloud DVR (cDVR) to set and view recordings. 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

Recordings show you your Current Recording, Future, and Series by selecting one of the three tabs. 

Once you select a recording under Current, you will have the following options: Watch, Move (If folders are set up), or Delete. 

 

 

 

 

 



Selecting Future allows you to Move (If folders are set) or Delete (This recording)
